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HATCHERY REPORT

The quiet time is overAt the time of thelast newsletter
(early September}he hatchery was in a waiting mode.
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We made our annual trip to Owen Soutadcollect
Salmon eggat the beginning oOctober. This was one
of the easiest salmon egg collectiahat we have had in
a long time. The salmon were plentiful and ready to
spawn.We only had to handle 80 females to get our
allotment of 110,000 eggs. Last year we handled over
300 fish for the same quantity of ready eggs.

The salmon were all hatched by riitbvember but we
had a lot of eggs that were unfertilized or dead. We ha
about 80,000 sac frin the incubator trayshat were
moved to the starter tanksn mid-December. We are
currently reviewing our procedures to ttg improve our
egg fertilization andhatch rates.

We releasedhe 15,000 Browrrout in mid-Octoberto
the locd waters, predominately to sites close to Sarnia
and theSt. ClaiRiver. We received a new batch of
25,000 eyed up Brown Trout eggs on Decembét 10
They are currently in the incubator trays.

The38,000GanaraskaBainbowTrout are progressing
well. The weighover 5 grams with some already
pushing 8 grams. These fish will be clipped in January
whenwe move them tahe larger tanksThey should be
15 to 20 gramdby the time they areeleasedn the

spring We planto stockall the Rainbowlroutin the
spring sincewe still need to get the hatchery aeration
section rebuild completed.
