HATCHERY REPORT 

 
It has been a busy spring but a good busy! The spring 
stocking was completed with the final loads going to the 
river after the Salmon Derby. 
 
The total spring stocking was: 12,243 Salmon, 36,115 
year-old Rainbow Trout, and 12,338 fifteen month old 
Brown Trout. 
 
The present stock in the hatchery includes 22,000 four 
month old Brown Trout at 2.5 grams and off to a real 
positive start. Just starting are 50,000 Rainbow that  
hatched in late May and will be in the hatchery until next 
spring. We will also raise 300 domestic Rainbow Trout 
over the summer for our public viewing pond. 
 
There are a few maintenance projects to complete this 
summer, nothing major just keeping the hatchery in top 
condition for the next full season.

MICHIGAN DNR Asks Anglers to Report Tagged Walleye 
 

The Michigan DNR will jaw tag 3,000 walleye across 

multiple Saginaw Bay tributary rivers. As the DNR adds 

more tagged walleye to Michigan waters, anglers are 

asked to report tagged fish to assist data collection 

efforts. Anyone catching a tagged fish is asked to report 

the following information using the tag return form at 

Michigan.gov/EyesInTheField:  

¶ Species.  

¶ Length.  

¶ Weight (if known).  

¶ Tag location (where tag was attached).  

¶ Identification number (the larger of the two sets of 
numbers).  

¶ Tag return address (for example MICH DNR MM-1).  

¶ Capture date and location.  
 
In the notes box of the form, please list time of capture 

and sex of fish (if known). Each tag is stamped with a 

unique identifying number. Once a fish has been 

successfully reported, the angler will receive a letter

The DNR has tagged more than 100,000 walleye in the 

Saginaw Bay area since 1981. Jaw tagging is part of a 

long-term research project to monitor survival and 

harvest rates and to learn about walleye movement.  

About 10% of the tags include a $100 reward for 

reporting. To be eligible for a reward, photos are required 

of the flattened tag. Anglers can keep or release the fish. 

If anglers are not interested in a reward, please do not 

remove the tag before releasing the fish.  

Tagging occurs each spring on the Tittabawassee River 

and other Saginaw Bay tributaries during the walleye 

spawning run. Walleye are collected with electrofishing  

 

boats that temporarily stun the fish to allow fisheries 

biologists and technicians to collect vital statistics, tag the 

fish and release them back into the river after the fish 

have recovered. After spawning, walleye migrate back 

into Saginaw Bay and a large number migrate out of the 

bay into Lake Huron. The fish that migrate out of the bay 

have been found ranging to the Straits of Mackinac to the 

north and Lake Erie to the south.  

A second study will take place in Saginaw Bay this year in 

which 150 walleye will be implanted with acoustic 

transmitters that allow researchers to track the fish and 

learn more about their movement. Those walleye will 

have belly tags and will also include a $100 reward for the 

return of the transmitter. To learn more about marked 

and tagged fish, visit Marked and Tagged Fish 

(michigan.gov)±.

TICKS AND LIME DISEASE 
 

When temperatures reach about 7 degrees Celsius, ticks 
become active in wooded and grassy areas where they sit 
atop shrubs and tall grass waiting to attach themselves to 
animals or people passing by. 
 
The most common type of tick in the area is the American 
Dog tick, however, over the past few years we have seen 
more Blacklegged ticks, also known as deer ticks, in the 
area which can transmit Lyme Disease to its host through 
a bite (not all Blacklegged ticks are infected). While the 
risk of Lyme Disease in the area is still considered to be 
low, it is important to take precautionary measures to 
ensure that you protect yourself and your family from 
potentially being bitten by a tick. 
 

 

 
Symptoms 
If you are experiencing new, severe, or persistent 
symptoms, contact a health care provider. 
Many people with early-stage lyme disease develop a 
distinctive circular rash at the site of the tick bite, usually 
around three to 30 days after being bitten. This is known 
as erythema migrans. The rash is often described as 
looking like a bull's-eye on a dart board. 
Some of the common symptoms are as follows: 

¶ Rashes 
¶ Fever 
¶ Chills 

¶ Fatigue 
¶ Headache 

Symptoms of late-stage lyme disease: 
¶ Numbness In hands and legs 
¶ Arthritis 
¶ Short term memory loss 

Causes 
¶ Lyme disease is a tick- borne infection caused by 

four main species of bacteria: Borrelia afzelii, 
Borrelia garinii, Borrelia mayonii and borrelia 
burgdoferi. 

¶ In the United States, lyme disease is 
predominantly caused by Borrelia burgdorferi 
and Borrelia mayonii bacteria, carried primarily 
by certain species of ticks. 

¶ The risk factors include: 
¶ People who spend more time in outdoors such as 

wooded or grassy areas 
¶ Exposed skin 
¶ Not removing ticks immediately 

 
Prevention 
There is no vaccine available to prevent lyme disease. The 
best way to prevent the condition is to be aware of the 
risks when you visit areas where ticks are found and when 
bitten by a tick to quickly remove them. 
Following precautionary measures may help avoid 
infection: 

¶ Wear long pants to avoid tick bites 
¶ Monitor children, pets to keep away from ticks 
¶ Use insect repellents 
¶ Make the surroundings unfriendly for the ticks to 

grow 
Complications 
Complications of severe Lyme disease include: 

¶ Arthritis 
¶ Neurological problems like meningitis, nerve 

inflammation 
¶ Heart problems 
¶ Facial nerve inflammation (Bell's palsy)

46TH ANNUAL (2022) SALMON DERBY 
April 29 ς May 8, 2022 

 
The 2022 Sarnia Derby was another successful event. The 
weather wasn't as nice as it could have been ... but it 
wasn't too bad! The fish weren't as cooperative as they 
could have been. That is fishing!     
     
One thousand one hundred and sixty-five (1165) anglers 
entered the 10-day Salmon Derby. This is the second 
highest level of participation in the Salmon Derby. There 
were 871 Single tickets and 98 Family tickets sold. On-line 
derby ticket sales far exceeded expectation this year. 
There were 218 Single tickets, and 37 Family tickets sold 
on-line.  
     
A total of 1,087 fish were entered during the 2022 Salmon 
Derby. This is the 4th lowest number of fish entered since 
2011. The 10-year average is 1249 fish with a low of 580 
fish in 2017 and a high of 2089 fish in 2012.
